Turn left at the traffic signal at the
bottom of the exit ramp going under the Freeway overpass. Turn right on The Old Road, take your first left on Sky
View Lane, then an immediate right on Feedmill Road and follow signs to Defensive Driving Academy.

FROM BURBANK AIRPORT

Take Interstate 5 north to Magic Mountain Parkway. Exit Magic Mountain Parkway. Turn left at the traffic signal at the
bottom of the exit ramp going under the Freeway overpass.
